Shy‌ ‌cats‌ ‌can‌ ‌make‌ ‌wonderful‌ ‌companions,‌ ‌but‌ ‌need‌ ‌a‌ ‌special‌ ‌home‌ ‌that‌ ‌is‌ ‌willing‌ ‌to‌ ‌give‌ ‌them‌ ‌patience,‌ ‌time,‌‌ 
space,‌ ‌socialization,‌ ‌and‌ ‌extra‌ ‌love.‌ ‌Some‌ ‌shy‌ ‌cats‌ ‌may‌ ‌not‌ ‌be‌ ‌used‌ ‌to‌ ‌being‌ ‌inside‌ ‌a‌ ‌house,‌ ‌or‌ ‌may‌ ‌just‌ ‌need‌‌ 
to‌ ‌be‌ ‌out‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌scary‌ ‌shelter‌ ‌environment‌ ‌before‌ ‌they‌ ‌are‌ ‌relaxed‌ ‌enough‌ ‌to‌ ‌show‌ ‌you‌ ‌their‌ ‌loving‌ ‌personality.‌‌ 
Shy‌ ‌cats‌ ‌benefit‌ ‌from‌ ‌owners‌ ‌who‌ ‌will‌ ‌gently‌ ‌and‌ ‌quietly‌ ‌hold,‌ ‌stroke,‌ ‌and‌ ‌brush‌ ‌them.‌ ‌Don’t‌ ‌let‌ ‌these‌ ‌shy‌ ‌cats‌‌ 
fool‌ ‌you‌ ‌though,‌ ‌they‌ ‌would‌ ‌love‌ ‌to‌ ‌be‌ ‌your‌ ‌companion‌ ‌and‌ ‌have‌ ‌a‌ ‌safe‌ ‌place‌ ‌to‌ ‌call‌ ‌home!‌ ‌

Start‌ ‌with‌ ‌a‌ ‌Small‌ ‌Space‌:‌ ‌‌Take‌ ‌it‌ ‌slow.‌ ‌Set‌ ‌up‌ ‌the‌ ‌cat’s‌ ‌“safe‌ ‌room”‌ ‌with‌ ‌food,‌ ‌water,‌ ‌litterbox,‌ ‌and‌‌ 
plenty‌ ‌of‌ ‌places‌ ‌to‌ ‌hide.‌ ‌Your‌ ‌new‌ ‌cat‌ ‌may‌ ‌need‌ ‌to‌ ‌remain‌ ‌in‌ ‌this‌ ‌room‌ ‌for‌ ‌several‌ ‌days‌ ‌or‌ ‌weeks‌ ‌depending‌ ‌on‌‌ 
individual‌ ‌progress.‌  ‌Once‌ ‌your‌ ‌new‌ ‌cat‌ ‌starts‌ ‌coming‌ ‌out‌ ‌and‌ ‌greeting‌ ‌you‌ ‌when‌ ‌you‌ ‌enter‌ ‌the‌ ‌“safe‌ ‌room”,‌‌ 
begin‌ ‌opening‌ ‌the‌ ‌door‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌ ‌“safe‌ ‌room”‌ ‌each‌ ‌day‌ ‌to‌ ‌let‌ ‌your‌ ‌cat‌ ‌out‌ ‌to‌ ‌explore.‌ ‌Your‌ ‌cat‌ ‌may‌ ‌also‌ ‌enjoy‌‌ 
exploring‌ ‌after‌ ‌the‌ ‌lights‌ ‌have‌ ‌gone‌ ‌out‌ ‌when‌ ‌nobody‌ ‌is‌ ‌around.‌ ‌Grant‌ ‌your‌ ‌cat‌ ‌more‌ ‌and‌ ‌more‌ ‌access‌ ‌to‌ ‌your‌‌ 
home,‌ ‌but‌ ‌always‌ ‌allow‌ ‌access‌ ‌back‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌ ‌“safe‌ ‌room”.‌ ‌ ‌

Try‌ ‌a‌ ‌Little‌ ‌Tenderness‌:‌ ‌‌Give‌ ‌a‌ ‌shy‌ ‌cat‌ ‌attention,‌ ‌but‌ ‌on‌ ‌his/her‌ ‌own‌ ‌terms.‌ ‌Talk‌ ‌to‌ ‌your‌ ‌cat‌ ‌in‌ ‌its‌ ‌hiding‌‌ 
place‌ ‌–‌ ‌perhaps‌ ‌even‌ ‌feed‌ ‌in‌ ‌there‌ ‌if‌ ‌he/she‌ ‌doesn’t‌ ‌come‌ ‌out‌ ‌to‌ ‌eat.‌ ‌Give‌ ‌your‌ ‌cat‌ ‌space,‌ ‌but‌ ‌offer‌‌ 
reassurance‌ ‌with‌ ‌your‌ ‌words,‌ ‌tone‌ ‌of‌ ‌voice,‌ ‌and‌ ‌actions,‌ ‌and‌ ‌let‌ ‌him/her‌ ‌know‌ ‌you‌ ‌mean‌ ‌no‌ ‌harm.‌ ‌Spend‌ ‌time‌‌ 
with‌ ‌your‌ ‌cat,‌ ‌without‌ ‌making‌ ‌them‌ ‌the‌ ‌center‌ ‌of‌ ‌attention,‌ ‌such‌ ‌as‌ ‌by‌ ‌sitting‌ ‌nearby‌ ‌with‌ ‌a‌ ‌book,‌ ‌so‌ ‌that‌ ‌they‌‌ 
can‌ ‌choose‌ ‌whether‌ ‌or‌ ‌not‌ ‌to‌ ‌engage.‌ ‌Be‌ ‌patient.‌ ‌ ‌   
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Don’t‌ ‌Force‌ ‌the‌ ‌Issue‌:‌ ‌‌Let‌ ‌a‌ ‌shy‌ ‌cat‌ ‌build‌ ‌confidence‌ ‌on‌ ‌their‌ ‌own‌ ‌time.‌ ‌If‌ ‌you‌ ‌try‌ ‌to‌ ‌drag‌ ‌your‌ ‌cat‌ ‌out‌‌ 
of‌ ‌its‌ ‌safe‌ ‌spot‌ ‌and‌ ‌force‌ ‌attention,‌ ‌you‌ ‌may‌ ‌actually‌ ‌make‌ ‌your‌ ‌cat‌ ‌more‌ ‌anxious.‌ ‌‌Remember‌ ‌this‌ ‌process‌ 
may‌ ‌take‌ ‌weeks‌ ‌to‌ ‌months‌ ‌and‌ ‌your‌ ‌shy‌ ‌or‌ ‌nervous‌ ‌cat‌ ‌may‌ ‌always‌ ‌run‌ ‌for‌ ‌safety‌ ‌during‌ ‌social‌‌ 
occasions-‌ ‌but‌ ‌when‌ ‌the‌ ‌coast‌ ‌is‌ ‌clear‌ ‌s/he‌ ‌will‌ ‌be‌ ‌back‌ ‌to‌ ‌provide‌ ‌plenty‌ ‌of‌ ‌love‌ ‌and‌ ‌companionship!‌ ‌
